	Checks oil and fuel levels, adds if necessary.  Uses proper fluids to specs.

	Checks chain, oils and adjusts tension if necessary.
	
	
	

	5.
	Ensures safety guards are in place and chain brake function, if applicable.

	6.
	Ensures safety goggles in place, face shield down and wears gloves.

	7.
	Starts the tool, ensures chain operates and is not in contact with any object.

	8.
	Makes the directed cuts, keeps chain at effective angle to work.  Does not force blade.
	
	
	

	9.
	Removes the chain from work when cuts are complete.
	
	
	

	10.
	Stops the blade by releasing trigger, sets saw down when chain stops.

	Shuts off saw by activating kill device (switch).
