A Safely retum to quarters
~rebedding / replacing equipment at scene
-hose & equipment
all must be secure
B.  Senvicing and replacing equipment used at scene
-hose
-ladders
-scha

~turnout gear

C. Washing and decon of equipment
follow manufacturers instructions
-wash and dry PPE
~documentation of any damage or wear

D.  Equipment out of service procedures
-lock-out/tag-out
-replacing in-service equipment

E. Crew debriefing
-review incident activities
identify and safety concerns or issues
discuss at crew level and pass up chain of command
identify areas where performance can be improved
~rehab and reset
~get ready for the next response
