[image: image1.png]Looking Around the Rigs

Background: A quick look around your apparatus in the station may reveal safety issues that can be ad-
dressed ahead of problems that could arise from them. In a career station, it may be common practice
to keep turnout clothing in and around the rig. In a volunteer or on-call department, turnout clothing
may be in a locker ready to don prior to response. In either case, all gear must be donned prior to the
vehicle(s) moving. Shorelines, airlines, water tank top-off hoses or whatever accessories may be used to
keep the vehicle(s) ready may also cause safety problems. Tool and equipment security in the vehicle
and around the rigs are also things to review. Use this session as a guide to look around your rigs to iden-
tify any potential hazards and take corrective action. Have the company officers and crews complete
this review with you.
