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Establish and Identify Local Criteria
As part of the “customization” of this drill package, each department should identify what the appli-

Identify a time or performance rating for each
skill and state the equipment that is being used for the evaluation process. If any local SOG's, train-

ing standards or other equivalent standards relate to the evolution, make the appropriate reference
to them during your training on each skill.
