The County witovide the funds and do most of the
work to demolish the structure, the title searctvirenmental assessments, prepare bid
and contract documents, bid the project and matregeemolition. Miami Township
needs to adopt a resolution requesting to parteipathe Moving Ohio Forward grant
program.
